Mission Trip to Puerto Rico with Presbyterian Disaster Assistance  
Hurricane Maria was a deadly Category 5 hurricane that devastated Dominica, the U.S. Virgin Islands, and Puerto Rico 
in September 2017. It is regarded as the worst natural disaster in recorded history to affect those islands. FPC is in the 
planning stages of a mission trip to Puerto Rico from (tentatively) May 26-June 3, 2020. We will provide non-skilled and 
semi-skilled labor (though skilled is great too!) and work out of El Guacio, a Presbyterian Camp and Conference Center 
in San Sebastian, Puerto Rico.
